Exploration in Daily Life—The New Imperialism

Picture Storybook Project (100 points)
Assume the role of a children’s book author.  Your publisher has asked you to write a picture storybook, with the time period set between 1757 and 1914.  In order to make your story more realistic, you will need to research your main character’s daily life, customs and values.  Choose one of the following people to be your main character.

Using your textbook, library resources and the internet, research the life of the person you have chosen.  Focus on how imperialism would have affected this person’s customs and values.  How was your character’s life and/or position in society affected by contact with another culture?   When you have completed your research, write and illustrate your picture storybook.  Avoid using stereotypes, especially negative ones—concentrate instead on presenting a realistic picture of your main character’s everyday life and how it was changed by being in contact with another culture.  Make your plot interesting and enjoyable.  Use illustrations that support the plot of your story.  Your book must demonstrate the knowledge you have gained in your research and present a clear picture of daily life during the Age of Imperialism.

Book Requirements:

· Must be a minimum of 14 pages.
· The book must cover many significant aspects of the person’s everyday life during the Age of Imperialism.

· The book must have a strong plot and a beginning, middle and an end.

· The information must be historically accurate and effectively presented.

· The book contains many illustrations that connect to the story.

· Grammar and spelling are correct.

· A bibliography of sources must be listed on the back cover of the book.

Suggested guide for organization of the text:

· This template is a suggestion of how the text of a 14 page picture storybook could be organized.  It does not include illustrations.

· Boxes 1 and 8 are one-page spreads.

· Boxes 2 through 7 represent two-page spreads.
